PROCEEDINGS OF THE BOARD OF PARK COMMISSIONERS
MAY 5, 2009

AGENDA

ROLL CALL

The Board of Park Commissioners met for their regular meeting on Tuesday, May 5, 2009, at the Park District Board meeting room, 1210 7th Avenue S.  Present were Commissioners Hutchison, Bollman, LaDouceur and Westlund.  Commissioner Panzer was absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM APRIL 7, 2009

A motion was made by Commissioner Bollman to approve the minutes from the April 7, 2009 Board meeting.  Seconded by Commissioner Westlund; motion carried.

APPROVAL OF ADDITIONAL ITEMS FOR THE AGENDA

None.

DELEGATES TO APPEAR BEFORE THE BOARD

Mr. John Botsford addressed the Board and presented a check in the amount of $6000.00 for Ryan Lake improvements.  

President Hutchison thanked Mr. Botsford for the generous donation and assured him it will be put to good use at Ryan Lake.

FOR DISCUSSION
PURCHASE ORDER SYSTEM

Colette addressed the Board with information she obtained from Vermont Systems on integrating a purchase order system with our current accounting software.  It is fairly easy and does integrate with accounts payable.  The cost is estimated to be between $6000.00 and $8000.00, depending on time needed to train on the software and travel expense for the training personnel.  

Commissioners Hutchison and Westlund expressed they would like to go live with the purchase order software for 2010 and instructed Colette to go forward with the system.

Some of the expense for this will have to be found in the 2009 budget.

RESURFACING RIVERSIDE TENNIS COURTS
Bill Palmiscno informed the Board the estimated cost of the project, which is to resurface Riverside courts and patch and repair Register courts, is $13,000.00.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Westlund to bid the project to resurface Riverside courts and patch and repair Register courts.  Seconded by Commissioner LaDouceur; motion carried.

ULTIMATE DRY LAND HOCKEY TRAINING
This has been on the wish list for Bob Gillen for sometime, and with the help of Chris Langei of Center Court, hopes to incorporate the program in three phases:
1.  Summer program for 2009

2. Off and on ice in the fall of 2009

3. Off ice training center at the proposed Wellness Center under the control of Cam and Chris

Hopefully a new arena will be built next to the proposed Wellness Center to house this program.  The program will enhance the Grand Forks Hockey program and hopefully other towns will use the program, thus generating revenue.

Scott Koberinski and Chris Langei will be the two that will run this program the summer of 2009.  Scott stated he feels this is a great program that will work well at the proposed Wellness Center and could be a win-win for everyone.

The total projected cost to get the program up and going this summer is $1500.00 to $2000.00, which will be picked up in fees.

Commissioners Hutchison and Westlund stated they like the idea.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bollman to go ahead with phases one and two and phase three in the future.  Seconded by Commissioner Westlund; motion carried.

YOUTH SCHOLARSHIPS – FOUNDATION DONATIONS

Bill Palmiscno explained the Park District’s scholarship policy to the Board.  Only one program on a scholarship per season (spring/summer & fall/winter) is allowed to insure the child will participate in the program.  
There are more meetings yet to come to refine this policy and incorporate it into the Parks and Recreation Foundation.

AMENDING 2009 BUDGET

This agenda item deals with the distribution of Brandy Chaffee’s expenses equitably, since she spends large chunks of time working for the foundation, golf courses, Park District and the proposed Wellness Center.
Grant money would be nice to help pay for Brandy’s and Cam’s time or part of it.  Any combination we can come up with will help.

This item will appear on the June Board meeting agenda.

FOR ACTION

CONSIDER BIDS ON ULLAND DUGOUTS
This project was originally estimated to cost $40,000.00.  However, the low bid on the project from Innes Construction was $26,600.00.
Commissioner Bollman stated the Park District really should get the dugouts done.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bollman to accept the low bid from Innes Construction and move forward to get the dugouts done.  Seconded by Commissioner LaDouceur; motion carried.

Capital and Betterment will handle the expense for the project.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
All reports were accepted as presented.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED FOR MARCH

A motion was made by Commissioner Westlund to approve the bills for March in the amounts of $3,065,854.56 for the Park District and $7,044.20 for the Foundation.  Seconded by Commissioner LaDouceur; motion carried.

SUPERINTENDENTS’ REPORTS
All reports were accepted as presented.

Superintendent Mullally reported both golf courses are open, but still doing flood work on the river side of Lincoln.

He also reported Spring Fest is this Saturday in University Park.

Superintendent Palmiscno reported Brad Towers is going to provide financial help at Summerthing this year by donating pizzas.  In return, Wendy’s and Italian moon logos will go on hockey jerseys.

He also reported he is working on the details of providing lifeguards at Riverside Pool if and when it opens this summer.

Cam Tweten reported the sand volleyball program is looking good for teams.  Also, adult basketball at Abbott will start June 2 and Center Court will go on their summer hours beginning May 22.

Forestry reported 573 trees pruned and 60 request calls answered.

BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS

Commissioner Westlund reported he would like to see Eagles Crest go on a POS system and have them share in the cost to go that way.

AGENDA

ROLL CALL

The Board of Park Commissioners met for a mid-month meeting on Tuesday, May 19, 2009, at 

5 p.m. in the Park District’s Board meeting room.  Present were Commissioners Hutchison, Panzer, Bollman, LaDouceur and Westlund.

ENGLISH COULEE SHARED USE PATH

Mike Korman of CPS, Ltd, reviewed the bids on the path with the Board.  It was originally estimated to cost $$234,000.00, however low bid was $258,614.30 by Strata.  Total project cost would be $300,000.00 with engineering fees.

There is $148,000.00 in Federal assistance available leaving $142,000.00 plus engineering fees the responsibility of the Park District.

CPS provided some options for the Board to think about.

Doug Christensen suggested checking with the City for some assistance, also.  

Commissioner Westlund stated we can’t afford that price.

Commissioner Hutchison and John Staley agreed to wait for the June Board meeting before making a decision.

ZAVORAL LAND AGREEMENT

Attorney Dick Olson stated the issue with the land agreement is the Zavorals want to switch the name on the contract for deed on the land to Deacon’s Development.  Dick went over the changes with the Board.

Commissioner Hutchison stated it still remains a contract for deed and makes the Park District stronger.

The Zavorals also want to donate back to the Park District the dry ponds, which Dick suggested we refuse as we don’t need the responsibility of them.
A motion was made by Commissioner Panzer to accept the plan in all six parts, eliminate the interest accumulated, pending receipt of the land payment, and reject the dry ponds donation.
Seconded by Commissioner Bollman; motion carried.
Y FAMILY CENTER REQUEST
The Y Family Center is anxious to move forward with the partnership with Center Court.  They feel it would be good for marketing since a membership includes both places.  They would like to start as early as September 2009.  

Cam will meet with Attorney Olson on this issue, and Commissioners Hutchison and Westlund will meet with the Y’s executive board, also.

The Board agreed we should continue to move in the direction of partnering with the Y Family Center.


COMMUNITY FOUNDATION PROPOSAL
Kristi Mishler of the Community Foundation addressed the Board in explaining the foundation is interested in helping with fund raising in an effort to help get the proposed wellness center going.  Four per cent of the funds raised would go to the Community Foundation.

John Staley stated he’d like Kristi’s help in getting the two million already pledged.

After much discussion, it was agreed a brochure needs to be put together on the proposed wellness center to have ready to show prospective donors what the proposed wellness center

entails.  The Board gave Kristi permission to do that.
ADJOURNMENT

A motion was made by Commissioner Westlund to adjourn.  Seconded by Commissioner LaDouceur; motion carried.
